Dear family and friends of St. Boniface,

As we begin a new year, Saint Boniface has begun the third part of its four-step search process for a new
permanent rector — the Search itself. The Search Committee has begun to receive names of candidates for the

position and will be spending the next month or two reviewing applicants and conducting interviews.

As we move into this phase of our transition process, we have compiled a list of questions and answers that
we hope addresses many common concerns. As always, if you have questions or concerns at any time, please
feel free to contact one of us. Thank you for your support. Please continue to pray for guidance and for God’s

grace that we remain a loving, Christ-centered faith community.

1. How is the Search Committee receiving names of candidates for the position of rector?

Early this month, the Search Committee received the names of 40 possible candidates whose personal
profiles matched the profile of St. Boniface on file at the national church office. In addition, the
Committee is expecting to receive names from Bishop Steven Miller. The Committee is also receiving
applications from people responding to ads placed in the Living Church and Episcopal Life magazines.

Finally, the Committee is asking parish members to suggest names of potential candidates.

2. How do I suggest the name of a candidate for permanent rector?

3. When does the Search Committee plan to start interviewing candidates?
The Search Committee plans to start interviewing candidates in February.

4. When does the Search Committee hope to recommend final candidates to the Vestry?

The Search Committee hopes to recommend three candidates for the position of rector to the Vestry by

sometime in April, 2008.

5. When does the Vestry plan to call a new rector?

The vestry plans to call a new rector by June 1, 2008 with the intent of having the new rector begin his or

her position by late summer or early September.
